Once employed, you will be paid a minimum of £2.50 per hour
How will I achieve my qualification?
· You will attend your place of work four days per week where you will gain hands on experience in your chosen career.

· You will attend the training centre one day per week for training and to carry out your paperwork for your NVQ portfolio, key skills and technical certificate.

How long will it take to complete my qualification?

An Apprenticeship in Retail will take on average 15 months to complete.  

An Apprenticeship in Warehousing will take on average 15 months to complete.

There is no formal entry requirement for these courses but you will be required to sit an initial assessment before starting the course.
