· Fitting window frames

· Hanging doors

· Erecting stud walls

· Fitting roof trusses

What will I Be Paid?
Once employed, you will be paid a minimum of £2.50 per hour
Will I receive any safety equipment?

On commencement of your training you will receive

· Safety Boots

· Hard Hat

· High Visibility Vest as required

· Other Personal Protective Equipments as required

How will I achieve my qualification?
· You will attend your place of work four days per week where you will gain hands on experience in your chosen career.

· You will attend the training centre one day per week for training and completion of evidence towards your NVQ portfolio, key skills and technical certificate.

How long will it take to complete my qualification?

An Apprenticeship in Site Joinery or Bench Joinery will take on average 14-16 months to complete.
