4. PRIMARY CAPITAL PROGRAMME

Tony Beckwith was welcomed to the meeting.  He gave a background to the Primary Capital Programme which is a 14 year programme with £3m in the first year, £5.5m in the next year and £2.5.m over the following 12 years.  Additional funding and other grants were received by the Local Authority to develop and maintain schools.  
The programme would impact on half the primary schools in Stockton.  Discussions with primary Headteachers had taken place and improvement works at four primary schools, High Clarence, Levendale, Wolviston and Mill Lane been completed.  Improvement works planned for two other primary schools, Preston and Thornaby CE would continue into the next financial year.  Replacement of mobile classrooms had been undertaken from some schools. In year 2 the DCSF had approved the extension of one block at Bewley School to amalgamate the infant and junior school into a primary school.  The three blocks at Fairfield Primary School would also be brought together. The six mobile classrooms at Whinstone Primary School would be replaced and the size of the school increased from 500 to 630 places.  It was anticipated that the number of primary school pupils would increase especially in Ingleby Barwick.  
The rationalisation of 4 catholic primary schools in Billingham had been withdrawn from the programme due to costs and predicted pupil numbers rising in Billingham.   
Year 3 and beyond 2011/ 2012 was being considered and the replacement of Tilery and Oxbridge Lane primary school buildings.  
T Beckwith was thanked for attending the meeting.
5. BSF (BUILDING SCHOOLS FOR THE FUTURE) / SCHOOL ORGANISATION PLAN

L Danby was welcomed to the meeting.  He outlined his report that had been sent to members for their information.

J Repton queried what representatives would be on the LEP (Local Education Partnership).  L Danby explained that the private sector would control 80%, the Local Authority would control 10% and the partnerships for schools would hold the remaining 10% of the equity.  J Morrison highlighted how important the 75 week period was to ensure partnership was tailored to meet the Local Authority’s requirements.  
6. ENJOY & ACHIEVE PARTNERSHIP BOARD INTERNAL AUDIT REPORT

Copies of the report had been sent to members for their information.  J Morrison outlined the report.  The overall audit opinion had been substantial assurance with some recommendations. 
RESOLVED that members approve Recommendation 2 and agreed Recommendation 3.
7. UPDATE ON LSCB

Membership was being reviewed on the LSCB.  The Youth Offending Service had been inspected and had received a good judgement, feedback from a serious case review had been considered and actions approved.  
8. UPDATE ON CHILDREN’S TRUST BOARD

At the last meeting the membership had been reviewed.  The terms of reference were being revised and the schools represented on the Children’s Trust Board.  Schools have a duty to co-operate with the board and were doing so.
