REVIEW OF POLLING DISTRICTS, POLLING PLACES AND POLLING STATIONS 

Under the Electoral Administration Act 2006, the Council is required to undertake and complete a review of all polling districts, polling places and polling stations in the Borough by 31 December 2007. 
The Council meeting held on 17 October 2007 approved the recommendations of the review.  A list of polling stations is attached showing the changed areas highlighted in grey and a summary is provided below. A summary of the alterations made since the Local Government Elections held in May 2007 is provided below.

Approved alterations
Billingham North Ward

· BN3 Re-site Mobile polling station further along Tunstall Avenue avoiding the junction of Barmpton Road
Hardwick Ward
· HD3 Abbey Hill Community Centre is due to be demolished and will no longer be available for use. Salters Lane Community Centre, Hunwick Walk, Salters Lane Estate would be a suitable replacement.
Mandale and Victoria Ward

· MV2 Replace St Paul’s church Hall, Cambridge Road, Thornaby with Old Peoples Welfare Hall, Peel Street, Thornaby to accommodate the polling district boundary changes.
· MV3 Replace Old Peoples Welfare Hall, Peel Street, Thornaby with Harewood Junior School, Ian Street, Thornaby to accommodate the polling district boundary changes.
Northern Parishes Ward

· NP1 Replace the mobile sited at The Stables Public House to The Lounge, The Golf Club, Wellington Drive, Wynyard.

Village Ward

· VL1 Replace Mobile polling station, Wheeldale Crescent, Thornaby with Stafford Place Cricket Club, Bassleton Lane, Thornaby to accommodate the polling district boundary changes.
· VL2 Replace the mobile sited at The Oddfellow Pub car park with The Community Room, Village Primary School, Thornaby Road, Thornaby
· VL3 Replace Stafford Place Cricket Club, Bassleton Lane, Thornaby with Christ The King Church Hall, Tedder Avenue, Thornaby to accommodate the polling district boundary changes.
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
