NOTICE OF AMENDMENTS TO PARISH BOUNDARIES

LOCAL GOVERNMENT AND PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT IN HEALTH ACT 2007

(“2007 Act”)

1.
At its meeting on 21 January 2009 the Council agreed to give effect to the following recommendations:-


Egglescliffe Parish

To amend the boundary to place all of the houses in Railway Terrace in Egglescliffe Parish.  Currently numbers 24 and 25 Railway Terrace are in Preston-on-Tees Parish and the remainder of Railway Terrace is in Egglescliffe Parish (sheet 1 of the map). 


Preston-on-Tees Parish


To amend the boundary:-


(a)
to  take account of the border of the Cemetery (sheet 2 of the map).

(b)
to include the areas of Preston Park and the associated Lodge premises (Polling District EG9) to make the border coterminous with the new ward boundary for Eaglescliffe (sheet 2 of the map).

(c)
To amend the boundary to place all of the houses in Railway Terrace in Egglescliffe Parish.  Currently numbers 24 and 25 Railway Terrace are in Preston-on-Tees Parish and the remainder of Railway Terrace is in Egglescliffe Parish (sheet 1 of the map).    


Hilton Parish


To amend the boundary:-


(a)
at the South East corner to make the boundary coterminous with the Ingleby Barwick East/Yarm Ward boundary (sheet 3 of the map).

(b)
by deleting the “finger” of land in the North East corner (sheet 3 of the map). 


Yarm Parish


To amend the boundary:-


(a)
at the South East corner to make the boundary coterminous with the Ingleby Barwick East/Yarm Ward boundary (sheet 3 of the map).

(b)
by way of minor changes to align the boundary with Green Lane (sheet 4 of the map).


Stillington and Whitton Parish


To change the boundary at Whitton Bridge, to align the boundary with the river (sheet 5 of the map). 


Redmarshall Parish


To change the boundary at Whitton Bridge, to align the boundary with the river (sheet 5 of the map). 


Castle Leavington and Kirklevington


To amend the boundary:-

(a)
at the South East corner to make the boundary coterminous with the Ingleby Barwick East/Yarm Ward boundary (sheet 3 of the map).

(b)
by way of minor changes to align the boundary with Green Lane (sheet 4 of the map). 

Maltby Parish


To amend the boundary by deleting the “finger” of land in the North East corner (sheet 3 of the map).

2.
The Council also agreed that:-


(1)
no further new parishes should be established as a result of the review;


(2)
none of the parishes under review should be abolished, but that the area of the parish should be altered in each case, as indicated above;


(3)
all of the parishes under review should continue to have a council and none of the names of the parishes should be altered; 


(4)
no alterations to any of the related electoral arrangements should be made;


(5)
an order should be made and deposited at the principal office for public inspection as required by the 2007 Act; and that


(6)
as soon as practicable after making the order, the council should inform the relevant parties (as detailed in section 96 of the 2007 Act) that the order has been made.

The reasons for these decisions were that the specified changes to the parish boundaries would bring those boundaries in line with the new warding arrangements for the borough of Stockton-on-Tees following the 2005 Periodic Electoral Review, and would reflect the establishment of Billingham Town Council.  In addition, the Council took the view that the changes concerned and the other recommendations specified above, would ensure that community governance within the areas under review, reflected the identities and interests of the communities in those areas, and that it would be effective and convenient.

The Council has now made a reorganisation order under the 2007 Act, a copy of which has been placed on deposit, for public inspection, at the Main Reception, Municipal Buildings, Church Road, Stockton-on-Tees, together with a copy of the map to which the Order refers.  Interested persons may inspect a copy of the order and the map at the said address, between 9.00 am and 4.30 pm Monday to Friday inclusively.
