NOTICE OF AMENDMENT TO THE PARISH BOUNDARY

A Parish Boundary Review was undertaken in 2004 by the Council in consultation with the Parish Councils, to bring the Parish boundaries in line with new warding arrangements for 2005 following a Periodic Electoral Review.

It was not possible to introduce all of the changes in time for the 2007 elections and the outstanding recommendations were scheduled for introduction in April 2008. In order to complete the parish boundary review the Council must now comply with its new duties detailed in the Local Government and Public Involvement in Health Act 2007.
The recommended changes which arose from the 2004 review are shown below and marked on the accompanying map.

There are three proposed changes to the parish boundary:

(i) 
To take account of the border of the Cemetery.

(ii) 
To include the areas of Preston Park and the associated Lodge premises (Polling district EG9) to make the border coterminous with the new ward boundary for Eaglescliffe.  

(iii) 
This change will place the last 2 houses in Railway Terrace in Egglescliffe Parish.

Although the Council has already complied with the consultation duties in the 2004 review , IT was some time ago and I would be grateful if you could forward any additional comments you may have to me before the meeting of the Cabinet to be held on 8 January 2009.
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
