Action Taken:
Meeting held with lead petitioner, officers from Community Protection Team, the Police and Ward Councillors on 13th October 2010.  Agreed that the area will be classed as a “Priority Area” for the Police response team and increased monitoring to be undertaken by the Community Safety team, which will include high visibility patrolling and dedicated CCTV officers.

A follow up meeting was held (w/c 15th November 2010) following a month of increased focus on the area.  The outcome was positive with 11 cautions and 1 arrest as well as CCTV footage which has been passed to the police.  On the whole, feedback has been positive.  

A further progress update report will be sent to all of the people who signed the petition and a further follow up meeting will be held in January 2011.




November 2010 update

Police patrols were increased to 1.00 a.m. and daily briefings with staff held.  

11 cautions have been given to prostitutes (prosecution follows 3 cautions); two have two cautions each at the moment.   ‘A Way Out’ is available to work with people to try to help solve their problems and offer alternative lifestyles.  

1 kerb crawler has been prosecuted and is on an educational kerb crawler rehab scheme.

51 calls received re prostitutes; 18 Police generated, 10 CCTV, 23 residents
