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At Ian Ramsey C of E School, as a Church of England voluntary-aided school, the governors control admissions.

We welcome visits to the school; the head teacher will be pleased to show you the school’s facilities and help you with your application.

The admissions number of the school is now 237. This arrangement follows consultation between the governing body and the Local Authority. Children who have a statement of special educational need where a school is named in the statement will be admitted.  Other applicants aged 11 and over will be admitted to the school up to that number in line with the following categories.

As a result of the Education and Inspections Bill 2006 – New School Admissions Code of Practice, all admissions authorities must use the Equal Ranking system for the allocation of places.  As their own admissions authority, the Governing Body of Ian Ramsey C of E School is obliged to adopt Equal Ranking.

Equal Ranking means that, whilst parents can submit up to three preferences on their Common Application Form, in order of 1st, 2nd and 3rd ranking, the admissions authority must treat all preferences equally.

What this will mean in practical terms is that the Governors of Ian Ramsey C of E School will apply the admissions criteria.  Applications will be offered a place at the school whether it is 1, 2 or 3, up to the admission number.

Any pupil who does not get a Church Place after allocation will be considered for a Community Place.

1. CHURCH PLACE

Up to 85 children will be admitted to “Church Places” at the school in the following priority order:

(a) Children who are in care of the Local Authority and who qualify for a Church Place under any of the following criteria.

(b) Children who regularly attend worship at least once a month in an Anglican Church of Stockton Deanery.

(c) Children whose parents or carers regularly attend worship at least once a month in an Anglican Church of Stockton Deanery.

(d) Children who have siblings* admitted to Church Places who will be in the school at the time of the younger child’s entry as a pupil.

(e) Children who live in Stockton Deanery and who regularly attend worship at least once a month in an Anglican Church beyond Stockton Deanery

(f) Children whose parents/carers live in Stockton Deanery and who regularly attend worship at least once a month in an Anglican Church beyond Stockton Deanery

(g) Children who live in Stockton Deanery and who regularly attend or whose parents/carers regularly attend worship at least once a month in affiliated to Churches together in Britain and Ireland.

(h) Children who live in Stockton Deanery and who regularly attend or whose parents/carers regularly attend worship at least once a month in an Independent Christian Church.

(i) Children or parents/carers who live in Stockton Deanery and who are members of other faiths and regularly attend worship at least once a month.

(j) Children who have attended a Church Primary School in the Borough of Stockton on Tees and whose parents/carers express a wish to access a school with a Christian ethos.

A list of the Anglican Churches in Stockton Deanery and a map showing the boundaries of the Deanery are available from the school office.  The list of Churches can be found on the Churches Together in Britain and Ireland website at www.ctbi.org.uk.

All parents requesting a Church Place will be sent a supplementary form to complete.

A letter of support will be asked for on request of a Church Place from an authorised Minister of Religion or two office holders of the church or faith community.  (With the exception of those applying under Section j).  It is important that the information you give is correct.

2. COMMUNITY PLACES

Up to 152 children, or more to make the total admissions up to 237, will be admitted to the school in the following priority order:

(a) Children who are in care of the Local Authority.

(b) Children of parents who live within the school’s admission zone area, as agreed with the Local Education Authority.

(c) Children who have siblings* in the school at the same time of the younger child’s entry as a pupil.

(d) Children who have appropriate medical or compassionate reasons for admission.  Medical certificates or other appropriate evidence will be required.  (As followed by the LA Admissions Policy.)

(e) Children whose parents want them to go to the Ian Ramsey School.

Where there are places available for some, but not applicants within a particular criterion, distance from home address to South Site main entrance will be the deciding factor, with preference being given to those whose home address is nearest to the school, when measured in a straight line.

The home address is the address of the person receiving the child benefit.  The address of childminders or other family members sharing the care of children should not be used.

The admissions procedure for the school is administered by the Local Authority, with the exception of the allocation of church places which is the responsibility of the Governing Body.  You should apply using the preference forms provided by the Local Authority or you can apply on line. The closing date for applications for admissions to Year 7 is in the autumn of the preceding year, and the date is published by the Local Authority.

Applications which are received after the closing date will be considered after all the others.  If the school needs to decide between more than one late candidate, the above order of priorities will apply.  

The LA will tell you about your selection on 1st March in your child’s last year in Primary School.
Parents who are refused a place have a statutory right of appeal.  Further details of the appeals process are available by writing to the Chair of Governors at the school address.

* ‘Sibling refers to brother or sister, half brother or   sister, adopted brother or sister, step brother or sister, twins/triplets or child for whom the school place is sought is living in the same family unit at the same address as that  sibling’
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
