Community Cohesion Report
Intergenerational Project Proposal
Summary

Recent feedback from the Borough’s communities has highlighted the need for intergenerational work to take place for a number of reasons; to remove some of the myths surrounding young people, to celebrate commonality, reduce tension, to increase community belonging and pride and to empower residents. 

Background

In September 2008 two strategic events took place that formally highlighted intergenerational issues as being a high priority:
· Stockton Renaissance held an Area Partnership Board Event to agree on future priorities. Each board was asked what its priorities around community cohesion were and every board stated respect and intergenerational issues as key.  

· A ‘tell us what you think event’ aimed at LGBT communities was attended by a number of young people including people from the Youth Assembly.  Feedback included the need for an intergenerational event where young people could be involved in the planning stages. 
More recently young people have expressed the need for an event based on Stonewall’s campaign ‘SOME PEOPLE ARE GAY. GET OVER IT!’ with the tag ‘IT’S ME. GET OVER IT!’ showing that people are a sum of many components and cannot be defined by any one element.
