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Building Control Charges Scheme
This leaflet has been designed as a guidance note to assist you in determining the charges for building work applications, notices and inspections to which Building Regulations apply. Full details of charges are contained within the Building (Local Authority Charges) Regulations 2010 and the Stockton Council Scheme of Building Regulation Charges, which is available to view by contacting the Building Control Service.
Full Application: Should you wish to submit a Full Building Control Application, for approval, a fee is required to cover the passing or rejection of plans deposited with the local authority, followed by an inspection fee to cover the inspection of work to which the plans relate. The inspection fee is invoiced following the first inspection of works on site.
Building Notice: Should you wish to submit a Building Notice, a Building Notice fee is required at the submission stage in order to cover all of the building control inspections. 
Regularisation: Should you apply for a Regularisation Certificate in respect of unauthorised building work, a regularisation fee is required to cover the cost of assessing your application and all inspections.

Whether you choose to deposit a Full Application or submit a Building Notice, the total fee payable is the same. The appropriate fee must accompany full applications for Regularisation Certificates submitted. 

In certain cases we may agree for fees to be paid by instalments. Please ask for further details.

All resubmissions of previously approved/refused applications shall be free from charge.
Submissions that do not require a fee:
Insertion of insulating material into an existing cavity wall providing the installation is certified to an approved standard and the work is carried out by an approved installer.

Work to which the council is satisfied that the proposed work to a dwelling house, or place where the public are admitted is solely for the benefit of disabled people who require the adaptation of existing premises, or is an extension to store or provide medical treatment for a disabled person. The exemption does not extend to a project that includes, but does not entirely consist of work for disabled persons. 
Standard Charges

The amount of fees payable depends on the type of work, the number of dwellings in a building and the total floor area. The following tables may be used in conjunction with the current Fee Regulations to calculate the fees. If you have any difficulties calculating the fees please ask. With the exception of the regularisation fee, all local authority fees are subject to VAT at the appropriate rate.

FOOTNOTES

The Building Notice fee shall be an amount equal to the aggregate of the plan fee and the inspection fee shown in the gross columns. Fees in connection with Building Notices must be made at the time of deposit.

The Regularisation fee is payable when an application is made to the local authority for a Regularisation Certificate in respect of unauthorised building work, commenced on or after 11 November 1985.
A Disabled person shall be identified as a person described within whom section 29(1) of the National Assistance Act applied, as the section was extended by virtue of section 8(2) of the Mental Health Act 1959, but not taking into account amendments made to section 29(1) by paragraph 11 of Schedule 13 to the Children’s Act 1989.
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
