SKIP NOTICE AND SEIZURE

General

Enforcement Officers will routinely patrol adopted public highway in marked hi visibility camera equipped Enforcement vehicles.

During any patrol any skip that presents an immediate danger will be placed on immediate notice and seized and removed to storage. Enquiries with customer or nearby address will be conducted to ascertain ownership details. Officer Contact details will be left at customer address. Efforts will be made to contact the owner in writing to re-claim the skip.
April to May Consultation Period

April – with the exception of dangerous skips , skips will be identified and placed on notice and details recorded in a notification/warning basis only.

May 2006 onwards 

Officers will contact Highways consider the signing guarding/ positioning and check license of skip, if any are considered inappropriate or a license does not exist the skip will be impounded and the customer (if traceable) given the seizure notice to pass onto the Skip owner with contact and claim back details. Where a skip owner is not immediately obvious efforts will be made to identify the skip. All skips will be notified to relevant Highways Officer.

The following charges will apply to recover 

Monday to Friday 9am until 17:00 hrs

Mini Skip £100 + vat

Midi          £125 + vat

Large        £150 + vat

Every possible effort will be made to seize skips within the above time frame to reduce costs to both skip owner and the Authority and in the interests of public safety, crime, and ASB & ARSON reduction requirements.

OUTSIDE THESE HOURS 

Mini Skip £200 + vat

Midi          £225 + vat

Large        £250 + vat

The skips will be held for 14 days and after that point, the skip contents will be disposed of in accordance with current legislation the skip then destroyed or disposed of by the contractor.

In order for the skip operator to recover any skip seized they must make contact with the Enforcement Unit in advance of 14 days from seizure and attend the Security Centre at an agreed appointment time bringing with them the following:

1. Release Payment in full

2. Proof of identity

3. A valid Waste Management License

4. A valid operators license 

5. Waste transfer notes specific to the loaded skip

6. A signed customer receipt/delivery note from the location/property the skip was delivered to.

The Skip owner will receive the top part of a release document and directions to the storage facility. Skips will only be released from the pound upon production of the release document.
