Skips and Scaffolding Licences / Approval
Skips may be placed on the highway under specific conditions and procedures. The Skip Company from whom you hire the skip is responsible for obtaining this licence from us.

A skip must be licensed to ensure that these conditions are met and that highway safety is not compromised. 

Skip License Conditions 

1.
If on the carriageway the skip shall be positioned so that:

(i)
Its longer side is parallel to the edge of the carriageway;

(ii)
The nearside is not less than 150mm nor more than 300mm from the edge of the carriageway;

(iii)
No part of the skip is less than 20 metres from a road junction (or if the road junction has traffic signals and the skip is on the approach side, 50 metres there from) 3

(iv)
No part of the skip shall be within 50 metres of a Pelican Crossing, or either extremity of a refuge or island located in the centre of the carriageway.

(v)
No part of the skip shall be on a carriageway marked with zigzag markings in the vicinity of pedestrian crossings and school entrances.

2.
The skip shall he positioned so that it does not impede the surface water drainage of the highway nor obstruct access to any manhole or underground chamber, fire hydrant, or apparatus of any undertaker, the Council, or any private apparatus in the Highway.

3.
The skip shall not be deposited on any part of the carriageway:

(I)
Which is subject to an Order prohibiting waiting for any period;

(ii)
So as to obstruct any vehicular access to adjoining premises;

(iii)
Where the distance between the offside of the skip and the offside of the carriageway would be less than 5.5 metres. This requirement may be varied at the discretion of the Inspector where he is satisfied that such variation will not cause danger or inconvenience to other road users and where the character of the road is such that adequate traffic flow can be maintained by single line traffic for a temporary period;

(iv) 
At or near a bend or in any other part of the highway where the presence of the skip would create a danger to road users;

(v)
Where the skip would obstruct the visibility of any traffic sign or warning device;

(vi)
Where the carriageway adjoins a verge or margins upon which the skip may be deposited in accordance with the following paragraph.

4.
The skip may not be deposited upon any grass verge or other road margin unless specified within the permission and so long as:

(i)
The skip is positioned in such a manner that no part intrudes upon any footway;

(ii)
Effective precautions are taken to ensure that no damage is caused to the verge or any part of the highway adjoining (including crossing any footpath) by the skip or by any vehicle used in connection with its delivery or removal.

5.
The skip shall not be deposited on any footway or on land adjoining any footway and which is lined with trees so as to extend onto the footway beyond the line of trees.

6.
Where this Permission relates to a group of skips the skips shall be positioned as closely as possible to each other, but not so as to obstruct access to any premises unless the consent of the occupier of those premises has been obtained.

7.
If any damage is caused to the highway as described in sub-paragraph 4(i) by the delivery or removal or use of the skip, the cost of making good the same is paid to the Council within fourteen days of notice in writing of the amount thereof being given by the Council to the Grantee.

8.
The skip shall not exceed 5 metres in length or 2 metres in width.

9.
The skip shall be marked, lit and guarded in accordance to the following requirements:

(i)
The ends of the skips shall be painted yellow and must be fitted with red and yellow fluorescent reflective markings conforming to the requirements of The Builder’s Skips (Markings) Regulations 1984 (S.I.1984 No 1933) and the markings shall be clean and efficient and clearly visible for a reasonable distance to persons using the highway on which the skip is placed;

(ii)
If on the carriageway, the skip shall be guarded by at least three traffic cones placed on the carriageway on an oblique line on the approach side of the skip. Where two or more skips are deposited in a row so that the distance between adjacent skips does not exceed two metres, the row shall be guarded as if one skip;

(iii)
At night (in between half-an-hour after sunset and half-an-hour before sunrise) a lighted amber road lamp shall be attached to each corner of the skip (or at each comer of the row of skips where two or more skips are deposited in a row, and the distance between them does not exceed two metres) and secured to the skip by means of an adequate fixing mechanism. Amber road warning lamps shall meet the requirements of Clause 43 of the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions 1994 (SI. 1994 No.1519). Amber warning lamps shall also be placed between the cones required under (ii) above at night.

10.
The skip shall not contain any inflammable, explosive, noxious or dangerous material nor any material which is likely to putrify or,  which otherwise is, or is likely to become, a nuisance to users of the highway.

11.
The skip shall not be loaded or used in such a way that any of its contents overhang or fall onto the highway, or there is an escape of dust there from, or in any other manner which is likely to cause danger or nuisance to users of the highway. Consequently, suitable covers should be affixed to the skip in those cases where the contents are likely to be blown by the wind or fall from the skip. Once the skip has been loaded the contents shall become the responsibility of the “applicant”.

12.
The skip shall be removed for emptying as soon as practical and in any case within a period of two working days after the day, which it has been filled.

13.
The skip shall not remain on the highway after the period of this Permission has expired.

14.
The skip shall be covered, as necessary, to prevent litter/refuse from falling or being blown out of the skip during the removal and transportation of the skip.

15.
Upon removal of the skip from the highway all the contents shall be properly disposed of to an appropriately Licensed Disposal Site or recovery plant and the highway left in a clean and tidy condition.

16.
At all times the Applicant must be insured for Public Liability up to a value of £5 million. Current Proof of insurance must be provided and held on record with the District or Local Works Office.
