Frequently Asked Questions

1. Why do the Council want to demolish the houses?

As part of the Housing Futures project the sustainability of all of the Councils housing stock as been assessed.  The Swainby Road area was identified as one of the worst places to live in terms to the quality of the properties, and other socio economic factors including unemployment, benefit dependency and ASB.  The proposals will allow this area to be part of the wider Northern Gateway regeneration masterplan which includes the new Academy, My Space and 550 new homes being built on the Queens Park North site.

2. If the majority of residents don’t support this?

As part of the consultation exercise we will collect resident’s views and report these back to Cabinet (the Council’s decision making body) where the decision will be made.
3. If the regeneration scheme does go ahead what compensation would I receive?

Council and private tenants would receive £4,700 Home Loss Compensation Payment. Home Loss is payable to anyone who has been a Council or private tenant for more than 12 months.

Owner Occupiers would receive the open market value for their properties, 10% homeloss compensation and reasonable removal expenses. The valuation will ignore the effects of a scheme so values would not be disadvantaged by the development. All legal fees will be met and the cost of independent valuation if required.

Private Landlords would receive the open market value and all other associated expenses related to owner occupiers above but do not qualify for Home Loss Compensation.
