The above Orders made on 4 December 2007, under Section 129A of the Highways Act 1980, by The Council of the Borough of Stockton-on-Tees (“the Council”), will close the public highways as specified in Schedules 1 to 3 below.

SCHEDULE 1

VICTORIA AVENUE, DERWENT STREET, TRENT STREET, SALISBURY STREET) NORTON, STOCKTON-ON-TEES 

Locked gates will be positioned at the entrance to highways between 2-38 Victoria Avenue; 1-39 (odd) Derwent Street; 2-40 (even) Derwent Street; 1-39 (odd) Trent Street; 2 - 20 (even) Trent Street; 22- 40 Trent Street and 1-9 Salisbury Street.

Alternative routes can be accessed via the following footpaths and roads: Norton Road, Victoria Avenue, Derwent Street, Trent Street and Salisbury Street.

The highways as described will remain closed to all persons except those specified in Schedule 3 below.

OXBRIDGE LANE, WINDSOR ROAD, HAMPTON ROAD, RICHMOND ROAD) OXBRIDGE, STOCKTON-ON-TEES

SCHEDULE 2

Locked gates will be positioned at the entrance to highways between 5-69 (odd) Richmond Road; 9-87 Hampton Road including access between 59 & 61 Hampton Road; 2-56 Hampton Road; 58-104 (even) Hampton Road; 1-49 Windsor Road including access between 43 & 45 Windsor Road and 51-101 Windsor Road; 50-58 Oxbridge Lane and 60-68 Oxbridge Lane.

Alternative routes can be accessed via Richmond Road, Hampton Road, Windsor Road and Oxbridge Lane.

The highways as described will remain closed to all persons except those specified in Schedule 3 below.

SCHEDULE 3

Emergency Services, Statutory Undertakers, persons acting in their capacity as Officers of the Council and, where necessary, persons and/or vehicles required in connection with maintenance work and occupiers of properties described in Schedule 1.

Copies of the Orders and the Order plans have been placed and may be seen free of charge at Municipal Buildings, Church Road, Stockton-on-Tees, TS18 1LD from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. on Mondays to Fridays inclusive.  Copies of the Orders and plans may be bought there for a nominal fee.

If you wish to question the validity of the Order or any provision contained in it on the grounds that it is not within the powers conferred by the Highways Act 1980 as amended, or on the grounds that any requirement of the Act, as amended or of any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the Order, you may, within six weeks from the 4
 day of December 2007 apply to the High Court for this purpose.
