NOTICE OF THE MAKING OF GATING ORDERS

HIGHWAYS ACT 1980

GATING ORDER AT NORTON/NEWTON, STOCKTON-ON-TEES

The Council of The Borough of Stockton-on-Tees (“the Council”) proposes to make the gating order set out in draft form below in accordance with Section 129A of the Highways Act 1980 (incorporating the Clean Neighbourhoods and Environment Act 2005 Section 2)

(STANLEY STREET, FOX STREET AND HIGH STREET, NORTON AND

VICARAGE STREET, ST PAUL’S STREET, AND ST PAUL’S TERRACE, NEWTOWN) STOCKTON-ON-TEES GATING ORDER 2010
This Order is made by the Council of The Borough of Stockton-on-Tees (“the Council”) under Section 129A of the Highways Act 1980 (“the 1980 Act”) because the Council is satisfied that premises adjoining or adjacent to the highway are affected by crime or anti-social behaviour, the existence of the highway is facilitating that crime or anti-social behaviour and that it is expedient to make the Order for the purpose of reducing that crime or anti-social behaviour.

BY THIS ORDER

1.
The public right of way along the full width and length of the highways (being 
back alleys) that run behind the full extent of the properties described in 
Schedule 1, and more particularly delineated in red on the plans attached to 
this Order, shall be restricted at all times commencing on the date of the 
making of this Order.

2.
The restriction will continue for a minimum of 2 years and the continued need 
for the restricted access will be reviewed by the Council on an annual basis.

3.
Alternative routes can be accessed via the footpaths and roads described in 
Schedule 2.

4.
Those persons and groups described in Schedule 3 shall be exempt from the 
provisions of this Order.

5.
The installation, operation and maintenance of the gates at either or both 
ends of the highways for the enforcement of the restriction is hereby 
authorised.

SCHEDULE 1
Properties to the rear of which rights of way are restricted:

Number 19 Ragworth Road, 1 Greta Road, 82, 84, 85 and 87 Eamont Road, 29, 30, 31 and 32 Hury Road, and 4–82 Stanley Street (evens only); 1–6 Fox Street (odds and evens), and 15-27 High Street Norton (odds only) all of Norton; and St Paul’s Court, 22-36 Vicarage Street (evens only), 1-10 St Paul’s Street (odds and evens), and 1-10 St Paul’s Terrace (odds and evens), all of Stockton-on-Tees.

SCHEDULE 2
In respect of Norton: Ragworth Road, Greta Road, Stanley Street; Fox Street, High Street Norton; and in respect of Stockton-on-Tees: St Paul’s Terrace, St Paul’s Street and Vicarage Street, Stockton-on-Tees.

SCHEDULE 3
Emergency Services, Statutory Undertakers, Utility Service providers, persons acting in their capacity as Officers of the Council, persons and/or vehicles required in connection with the essential maintenance work, residents of properties whose rear access is taken from the highways described in Schedule 1.

The barriers to be erected to give effect to this Order shall be maintained by the Council.  If you need to contact the Council regarding the condition of the gates please telephone Care For Your Area on 01642 391959.
