Safer Stockton Partnership 


Achievements of the partnership for the year to date include:


The Community Safety Plan Performance Monitoring for 2008/09 report shows that out of the 44 targets in the Community Safety Plan for 2008/11.  28 of the targets are on target to achieve (green), six are slightly below expected performance (amber), four targets were red and six were not due an update.


We obtained the first Premise Closure Order within the Tees Valley in September 2009.


We have seen a 20% reduction in Criminal Damage compared to the same period in last year – excellent news!


Safer Stockton Partnership is currently 5th best out of 15 for All Crime compared to Most Similar Crime and Disorder Reduction Partnerships MSCDRP (1st Sept – Nov 09) and are performing better than the group average.


Reported crime for December was the lowest we can remember, probably the lowest recorded monthly figure ever. In December there were 818 victims of crime, this compares to 1022 victims of crime in the same month last year, 204 victims of crime less (20% reduction). Bearing in mind the reported crime figures in December last year were seen as an excellent achievement at that time.
