The partnership hosted a stakeholder event to support the development of a Healthy weight, Healthy lives strategy (for obesity in adults and children). 





The stakeholder event was well supported and the next stage of this work is to establish a steering group and working groups which reflect the topics identified in the Healthy Weight, Healthy Lives, DH (2008)document;

Safer Stockton Partnership 





Key work areas for the Partnership this year:


For the first quarter of this year the Safer Stockton Partnership has seen a 25% reduction in total crime against the same period in 2008 that is 1,404 fewer crimes


During the same period Violent Crime reduced by 29%, 334 less violent victims 


We have very low levels of robbery but we saw them drop by 47% from 51 in the first quarter of 2008 to only 27 this year 


Criminal damage offences also continue to fall with a drop of 30% which means 470 less crimes 


Dwelling burglary has continued its dramatic fall with a further reduction of 20% which is 55 less victims 


When crime falls like this our colleagues in the Police can concentrate on detection and we have seen that steadily rise this quarter to reach 43% in August
